ked allied shipping during World War II,used amphetamines to override their natural impulse to survive. Amphetamine side e�e
ts in

ombativeness.From Hitler's \Final Solution" in Germany - masterminded by psy

ulous planning began at least 10 months earlier, when Moro

hool, Ha�za roamed Iraq to gather intelligen
e- on behalf of Dr. al-Zawahiri.After 
ompleting his re
onnaissan
e, Ha�za met with al-Zawahiri in August 2003, near the Pakistan-Afghanistan border, debrie�ng on his observations and making re
ommendations that ultimately tookshape in the Spanish bombings.3In Mar
h 2004, the one, same month as the Madrid bombings, The Times (of London) revealedthat al-Qaeda used drugs to brainwash young men in Iraq to 
reate sui
ide bombers. The pro
ess,experts say, involves the use of pain and drugs in 
ombination with hypnosis.A

ording to Colonel Karim Sultan, poli
e 
hief of Karbala, Iraq, \It's a long pro
ess to brainwashthem. They sedu

While the atta
k was orderedby the Aum leader, Shoko Asahara, it was Dr. Sasaki, Aum's president and a psy
hiatrist, whointrodu
ed psy
hotropi
, stimulant and hallu
inogeni
 drugs to the group. Another Aum physi
ian,Ikuo Hayashi, testi�ed that he used the barbiturate, sodium thiopental - a drug known to 
ausepsy

hiatrist behind the torture andmurder of CIA Beirut station

kley, al-Abub studied politi

hed of the Earth, Fanon wrote, \Violen
e is a purifying for
e. Itfrees the native from his inferiority 
omplex and from despair and ina
tion. It makes him fearlessand restores his self-respe
t."Dr. Norman Sartorius, former president of the World Psy
hiatri
 Asso
iation, said in 1994:\The time when psy
hiatrists 
onsidered that they 
ould 
ure the mentally ill is gone. In the future,the mentally ill have to learn to live with their illness."

In 1955, a Soviet manual entitled, \Brainwashing: A Synthesis of the Russian Textbook on Psy-
hopoliti
s" was translated and distributed as a publi
 warning by a New York professor. Psy
hopol-iti
s was des
ribed by the Soviets as the \art and s
ien
e of asserting and maintaining dominionover the thoughts and loyalties of individuals . . . and the 
onquest of enemy nations through `mentalhealing."'It revealed, \The early Russian psy
hiatrists, pioneering this s
ien
e of psy
hiatry, understoodthoroughly that hypnosis is indu
ed by a
ute fear. They dis
overed it 
ould also be indu
ed by sho
kof an emotional nature, by extreme privation, as well as by blows and drugs."13During the Soviet era, Patri
e Lumumba College and the Lenin Institute, both lo
ated in Mos
ow,trained students in so
ial psy
hology, unarmed 
ombat and guerrilla warfare. Between 1968 and 1975,an estimated 2,500 terrorists and guerrillas were trained there.\The 
urri
ulum at Patri
e Lumumba 
overed all aspe
ts of the te
hniques of persuasion," in
lud-ing the means to \manipulate and, when needs be, 
oer
e without resorting to physi
al for
e," wroteGordon Thomas, author of Journey into Madness, Medi
al Torture and the Mind Controllers.In the U.S., te
hniques were developed to \
rush the human psy
he to the point that it wouldadmit anything," stated CIA mind 
ontrol psy
hiatrist Sidney Gottlieb. British psy
hiatrist WilliamSargant, Gottlieb's peer, advised the use of drugs on \resistant sour

ial workers and other mentalhealth workers are present [in Iraq℄ to o�er treatment on the forward lines."Soldiers have been handed antidepressants known to have violen
e- and sui
ide-indu
ing proper-ties. The drugs 
an also 
ause anxiety, agitation, insomnia, bizarre dreams, 
onfusion, and akathisia(an inability to keep still) that 
an lead to violent behavior.On April 30, 2004, television stations around the world broad
ast graphi
 pi
tures of Iraqi prisonersbeing tortured and abused by U.S. soldiers in the Abu Ghraib prison outside of Baghdad, Iraq.18However, what wasn't known then was that psy
hiatrists had been dispensing psy
hoa
tive drugs toservi
emen and women in the prison. Spe
ialist David Bis
hel reported, \Combat Stress Managementwas handing out Proza
 and Paxil like 
razy" to those who sta�ed the prison, \trying to get a handleon the frustration and depression."19Passing out known, violen

e is, at best, ill advised, at worst, psy

oined the term PTSD in the wake of the Vietnam War and lobbiedfor its in

ts of parti
ipating in \atro
ities, seeing grotesquely mutilated bodies,or going on parti
ularly dangerous missions." Those who su�ered the mental e�e
ts of this wereexperien
ing battle fatigue, or in other words, exhaustion, not \mental illness."Today, post traumati
 stress disorder has be
ome \stret
hed and blurred," says Tana Dineen,Ph.D., author of Manufa
turing Vi
tims. There are some 175 
ombinations of symptoms by whi
hPTSD 
an be diagnosed. \The appli
ation of PTSD has resulted in everything being pathologizeduntil the only way to be is to be `abnormal,"' Dr. Dineen said.Kut
hins and Kirk further stated that PTSD \has be
ome the label for identifying the impa
t ofadverse events on ordinary people. This means that normal responses to 
atastrophi
 events haveoften been interpreted as mental disorders."With PTSD \authenti
ated" through its in
lusion in the DSM, psy
hiatrists paved the way formillions of dollars in funding to psy
hiatry
